Weekly updates on your child(ren’s) attendance will be sent out at the beginning of the week via email.

Holidays During Term Time

Please be reminded that amendments to the 2006 regulations removed references to a family holiday and extended
leave of 10 days. The position is now that there is no entitlement to remove children from school during term time to take a
holiday.

Unauthorised absences can lead to penalty notices and in some cases prosecution.

Please be aware that if you have received a penalty and continue to remove your child from school for a holiday every year,
this can lead to prosecution. The Education Welfare team are monitoring unauthorised absences closely, especially those
children who have received a penalty in previous years.

Please call the main reception on 01427 872345 option one by g.30am each day to report a child absent in the event of illness
only. Please be reminded that if your child has a sickness bug, they need to remain at home for 48 hours.

NB: Welfare checks will be carried out if absence persists especially around end/beginning of term and weekends.
